2. Job Profile/Responsibilities

The candidate should assist in the following tasks:

(a) Supports the effective daily operation of the SAP system by using technical and functional knowledge
and understanding of the Institute’s business processes.

(b) Acts as an interface between end users/departments/admin units and SAP Functional Consultants, as
well as an interface between the Business Process Owners (BPOs)/Key Business Users (KBUs) and the
respective Wipro Functional Consultants related to the system issues, service requests, and change
requests for new requirements.

(c) Regularly coordinates and collaborated with SAP functional consultants of the respective SAP
functional modules to discuss and assess:

(i) New requirements and related Business Requirement Documents (BRDs) and Change Requests
(CRs)
(ii) Changes in business processes
(iii) System performance issues

. Duration
